The following checklist was developed for the Healthy Homes Training Center and Network as a tool for healthy home
maintenance. A healthy home is one that is constructed, maintained, and rehabilitated in a manner that promotes good
resident health.

To maintain a healthy home, occupants should keep moisture out, keep it clean, safe, well-ventilated, pest- and contaminant-
free, and well maintained. Good home maintenance helps reduce allergens, prevent illness, and reduce injury from accidents.
This inspection checklist provides basic guidelines - items may need to be checked more often depending on local conditions
and manufacturer suggestions.
